Unit 3 – Industrialization 
Required Reading: Call to Freedom, Chapter 6 pp. 184-207


        The Americans, Chapter 6 pp. 228-250
Unit Description: In this unit, we will learn how the Second Industrial Revolution impacted the economy and lives of Americans during the late 1800s and early 1900s.   During this era, manufacturing and urban life boomed, leading to the rise of labor unions and big business.  This shifted the American economy from an agrarian society to an industrial leader.  We will examine changes in technology, the workplace, and society, and how these changes altered the lives of Americans. 
Unit Objectives: The student will be able to:

· Explain how the mechanization of farming helped to transform the American economy from a rural, agrarian society, into an urban industrialized economy

· Describe how the rise of corporations and heavy industry impacted American society
· Explain how the rise of big business and unregulated working conditions led to the rise of labor unions

· Describe how the government’s laissez-faire policies towards big business led to violence and hostility towards organized labor

· Explain how the workplace changed as a result of industrialization
· Describe how changes in technology, transportation, and communication affected the locations and patterns of economic activity

· Provide examples of how labor unions impacted the U.S. economy

· Describe how anti-trust regulation and government regulation impacted big-business

Assessments:   Formative and summative assessments will be used to assess student learning. 
Primary Source Documents:  Students will be given the opportunity to engage in reading historical documents to provide insight into the historical periods being studied.  For this unit, students will read:

Andrew Carnegie’s “Wealth and Its Use”.
