Unit – Civil Rights 
Required Reading: Call to Freedom Chapter 18.4 pp. 554-559 and  Chapter 20 pp. 594-619
Unit Description: In this unit we will study how a period of post-war prosperity allowed the United States to undergo fundamental social change.  African-Americans, Mexican Americans, American Indians and women distinguished themselves in the effort to win World War II.  Following the war, moveements began to secure the same freedoms and opportunities for these Americans that other Americans enjoyed.
