Tardies
Be here on time and prepared or you are tardy to class.
Classwork and Homework
Practicing mathematics is very important. You improve and learn when you practice. We will practice doing mathematics both in and outside of class. It is very important that you complete all work both inside and outside of class so that you can do well on our assessments. Classwork and homework will be randomly spot checked or collected as I see fit. To be eligible for any possible retake opportunities (and there won’t be many), you must fully complete every assignment on-time, you must show your work the way I do in class, and answers must be accompanied with work. Please correct all assignments that we go over. Good math students re-work problems done incorrectly and seek help when they cannot arrive at the correct answer. They also re-work several problems leading up to a test or quiz. 
Quizzes and Tests
Quizzes and tests will be given from time to time during the quarter. 
Tests and quizzes account for 100% of your overall quarter grade in infinite campus. Some tests will be no calculator. 
Exams
An exam will be given at the end of both semesters. Exams cover everything that we covered during that semester. Per the student handbook, if you do not show up at the assigned time of the exam, you will automatically fail for the semester. Only your guidance counselor or a principal can make arrangements for you to take the exam at another time. 
Semester Grades
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I do not round grades. It is your responsibility to know how you must perform on an exam to get the semester grade you’d like. I don’t give you a semester grade, you earn it by knowing and doing mathematics.  
Absences 
Absences should be avoided as much as possible. When you miss a day of math, you miss a lot. There is no substitute for being in the classroom. 
All handouts with answer keys will be posted to my webpage. When you are absent, it is your responsibility to complete all missed assignments in a timely fashion from the webpage so that you can practice and master the material for upcoming tests or quizzes. 
If you are absent on the day of a quiz or test you may end up taking a different version than the rest of the class or the retake version. Quizzes and tests must be made up immediately upon your return. Generally, the number of days that you miss is the number of days that you get to complete the test or quiz. 
Per the student handbook, 15 days of absence or more during a semester from this class can result in failure to receive credit for the semester unless a special circumstance resulting in an extension is arranged through the guidance department or the office.   
Late Work
If you were in class and did not complete an assignment, you will receive a zero in infinite campus. That zero will not be replaced but it is recommended that you still complete the assignment when you have time. Remember, you gain and learn the most by completing the work when it is due because that is when it is discussed in the whole class setting. By completing the work when it is due, you can check your work as we go over the assignment and you can participate in the discussion and ask questions if you need to. Completing work when it is due will help you to learn and do well on your assessments.
Cellular Phones, Mp3 Players, and other Electronic Devices
Cell phones are not to be on your desk or out during math class. Upon entering class, please place your cell phone in its resort room and charge it up if you wish.  If your cell phone is seen out of the resort during class time, there must be a consequence and confiscation. 
Food and Drink

No food or drink other than water please. We have had ants in the past, as a result if you bring food or drink into the classroom, you will be asked to throw it out. Please see me before class if you have an unusual circumstance that requires you to eat during class. 
Class Conduct
Please do not hold conversations during math class, stay focused on math, and work on the assignment at hand. If you need to say something, please raise your hand and wait to be called on. If you don’t care to learn what is going on, that is your poor choice, but distracting other people is not a choice. Talking when you shouldn’t be talking will lead to a consequence.
I ask that you respect each other and refrain from negative comments and putdowns. Treat each other with respect and treat others the way you want to be treated. 
Leaving the Room
You will receive 3 passes per quarter from me at the start of the quarter. If you do not have your passes in class or if you have used them up, you can still go but it will count as a tardy. Nobody is allowed to leave during the first and last 5 minutes of the period. I’d appreciate if you could wait until I am not teaching or until there is a break in the action to go to the bathroom. You will be able to turn in unused passes for something at the end of the quarter. 
Ending Class
You must be in your assigned seat when the bell rings. Do not move seats or migrate towards the door. If you are migrating towards the door you will be asked to stay after.
