Judaism
Judaism- a monotheistic religion that began 6000 years ago practiced by Jewish followers

Jews-the followers (people) who believe in Judaism and read the Torah

Torah-First five books of Jewish Old Testament Bible
Pilgrimage-making a journey to Mecca to pray for holiness

Monotheism-believing in one god

Rabbi-the leader of a Jewish synagogue

Synagogue-a Jewish temple

Sabbath- a name for their holy day, a day to worship

Fast-going without food as a religious sacrifice

Ten Commandments-ten laws that serve as a code of morals for people to follow

Islam
Islam- a monotheistic religion that began in the Middle East about 1,400 years ago. Founded by Muhammad (sometimes spelled Mohammed)
Muslim- followers (people) of Islam

Koran (Quran)-Islam sacred text written in Arabic
Allah-another name for God in Islam

Mecca-holy Islamic city

Ramadan-Islamic month of fasting to purify Muslims

Mosque- Muslim place of worship
Pillars of Faith- 5 laws that serve as a code for Muslims to live by

Muslim-a person who practices the Islam religion
Christianity

Christianity- started in Middle East about 2000 years ago, grew out of Judaism, founded by Jesus (also called Christ)

Christians- people who are followers of Christ

Jesus- the son of God
Scripture- holy or sacred writings
Crucified- to be put to death by binding or nailing hands and feet to a cross
Priest/Pastor/Minister- leader in a Christian church

Bible- holy book(s) of Christianity has Old Testament (Jewish Bible) and New Testament (beginning with Gospels – stories of Jesus’ life)
Resurrected- to come/bring back to life or existence

Disciple- people who follow the teachings of Christ, or any other religious leader
Pope- Bishop of Rome, Italy. Main leader of the Roman Catholic Church
