Thesis Statements: Review
Formula: Topic + Opinion + Specific Reasoning = Thesis Statement. A thesis statement is an opinion.

A thesis statement serves as the backbone of any essay that you write.  Your thesis statement reveals your position and organizes the way in which you will write about your topic.  Therefore, each body paragraph in your essay must develop and support an aspect of your thesis.

Strong Examples of Thesis Statements Using the Image Maker Frame:

· Thesis: Hillary Rodham Clinton is an Image Maker because she serves as a positive role model for girls and she is a champion of women’s rights. 
		- Body Paragraph One: Evidence of how she is a positive role model for girls 			and why that 	makes her an Image Maker.
		- Body Paragraph Two: Evidence of how she is a champion of women’s 				rights and why that makes her an Image Maker.

· Thesis: Diem Brown should be viewed as an Image Maker because of her relentless ambition in the face of adversity and her fight to help individuals undergoing serious medical treatment through her company MedGift.	
		- Body Paragraph One: Evidence of her relentless ambition despite 					adversity and why that makes her an Image Maker.
		- Body Paragraph Two: Evidence of how she helps individuals through 				MedGift and why that makes her an Image Maker.
