Radical Phase

Division 

· In the Legislative Assembly several groups competed for power

· Jacobins – wanted a republic

· Supported by Sans-culottes 
· Working class men and women 

· Moderates – Wanted no more reforms at all
The End of the Monarchy

· Radicals took control of the legislative assembly
·  Renamed National Convention

· Right to vote extended to all male citizens
· King and Queen were both executed
Committee on Public Safety

· Created to deal with the threats inside and outside of France
· Revolutionary tribunal
Robespierre

· leader of the Committee on Public Safety
· pro-revolution
Reign of Terror

· Criminals accused of being “against the revolution” were beheaded
· Lasted one year (July 1793-1794)

Directory
· The “Directory” made up of five men and a two-house legislature was set up by moderates (1795-1799)
· Only male property owners could vote
· Failed at reform
Women

· Women were not guaranteed equal citizenship from Declaration of the rights of man

· Olympe de Gouges

· Women’s rights advocate, protested against the Terror

· Sent to guillotine

A New France

· New Symbols/Signs of Change:  
· Tricolor Flag 

· Social Reform:  

· Set up state schools 

· Organized systems to help the poor, old soldiers and war widows

· Nationalism:  A strong feeling of pride and devotion to one’s country
· The War and the Revolution gave the French People a strong sense of national identity
