Activity Steps

1. Introduce the video topic to students by saying: Today we are going to watch a video exploring how
digital citizens take responsibility for themselves, their communities, and their world.

2. Show the Rings of Responsibility video (1:32 minutes). (Note: The video is also available in
Spanish, and you can also use the video player to turn on subtitles.)

3. Lead aclass discussion exploring the questions below.

If there’s time,
have students share their responses during a video meeting.
