& Video Discussion Quick Activity

What You'll Need: e Video e StudentHandout e Student Handout (Spanish)

Activity Steps

1. Introduce the video topic to students by saying: Today we're going to watch a video exploring the benefits and
drawbacks of presenting yourself in different ways online.

2. Show the Teen Voices: Presenting Yourself Online video (3:00 minutes). (Note: Use the video video player
to turn on subtitles in Spanish.)

3. Lead aclass discussion exploring the questions below.

Distance learning option: Have students watch the video and complete the handout. If there’s time, have
students share their responses during a video meeting.

Discussion Questions

2. What are some of the results of having and using these accounts?
