Concept: As we progress through our units of study in World History, we would like groups to analyze the development of the following regions of the World: 
1. Latin American, 2. North Africa, 3. West Africa, 4. Central Africa, 5. East Africa,

   6. Southern Africa, 7. Middle East, 8. Central Asia, 9. South Asia, 10. East Asia, 

   11.   Southeast Asia, 12. Caribbean

Task:  In small groups you will be asked to research your assigned region’s development during the following time periods:

Due Dates: 

Beginnings/Revolutions:  1600-1815 (1st quarter) – Friday 10/13/17

Industrialization: 1815-1914 (2nd quarter) – Friday 12/8/17
World Wars: 1914-1945 (3rd quarter) – Friday 3/2/18
Globalization: 1945-present (4th quarter) – Friday 5/11/18
For each time period your group will be asked to research and summarize the development of your region including the countries from this region in the areas known as “SPICE”
S – Social (Family, Social Classes, Inequalities, Life Styles, Gender Relations)

P – Political (Government Structure, Leaders, Wars, Revolutions, Laws, Nationalism)
I – Interaction (Relations with other countries, Movement of people)
C – Culture (Religious beliefs, Arts and Architecture, Literature, Philosophies/Ideologies)
E – Economic (Economic System, Technology, Trade, Businesses)
Begin:  Using the map on the back to locate your region and begin to identify the countries located within this region.  This will help when conducting your research on the development of the region.  

Summary:  At the end of each quarter, a typed summary summarizing each of the five categories of SPICE is due.  The summary should be written in paragraph form with a paragraph for each of the five topics (3-5 sentences each) approximately 1 page.  Please create this document using google documents and be sure to share the file with me so that I may check your progress throughout the quarter.  Although you will be given some class time, it will be your responsibility to ensure the project is completed at the end of each quarter.  Please see the dates on the back for each quarter.  Each group member should share in the responsibility of researching one of the five topics and will be assessed accordingly.
