Course Description:


This course is designed to give you an overview of world history from the Scientific Revolution to the present day.  We will look at many of the events that have shaped the world that we know today.  Together we will master the concepts through various learning activities including primary/secondary materials, writing (Type I, II, III) individual/group assignments, discussion, debate, lecture, and more.
Classroom Rules:

Course Expectations

Attendance:


You are all responsible students.  In order to receive credit for this course you must show up for class everyday and on time.  There is a large correlation between attendance and grades.

Late work policy:


Each assignment given in class will have a due date, usually the next day
I expect everyone to have the assignment completed by this date.
