Intro:  Although the time period of Imperialism has passed, there are still traces of Imperialism today.  For example many territories are still controlled by other countries.  Also, Europeans left their mark on Africa in 1800 and 1900s.  
1. Go to the following web page:

· Scroll down to “the list” of non-self-governing territories labeled CURRENT ENTRIES
· A.  Find and record the name of a territory still controlled by a former EUROPEAN colonial power.  Also record the name of the country that controls it.  (Ex:  Guam-U.S.)
2. Click on the territory.  On the right hand side of the new page that comes up you will find information about the countries population, geography, etc.  
3. B.  Record the name of the official language and leaders in government.  You’ll find this information under “official languages” and “Government” in the information box.
4. Go to the following web page:  http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Africa
5. Scroll down to Territories and Regions

6. Click on any one (except Liberia or Ethiopia) of the African countries listed.  C.  Record the name of the country in Africa you’ve chosen.  
7. Look at the information on the right about the country.  D.  Record the official language(s) and government type.  Click on the “Demographics” link in the “Contents box”.  Find the section on religion. Record the most prevalent religion(s) practiced.  
8. E. Provide one characteristic of the country that is evidence of European Imperialism.  Explain why this is evidence of Imperialism?
