Prior to 1800’s
· Britain viewed China as another market 

· Opium for tea (late 1700’s)
· Opium War (1839)

· Chinese lose, forced to sign treaty

· Give Hong Kong to Britain

· Open five ports to foreign trade

· Grant British citizens special privileges in China

· Over time, increased pressure from western powers forced China to open more ports
· China was divided into spheres of influence by European powers
