Dear Parents,

These are the rules of our classroom:

Respect Yourself

-Be prepared (including homework)
-Follow directions

-Be on task

Respect Others

-Cooperate/speak kindly
-Raise your hand

-Keep hands and feet to yourself

Respect Property

-Keep your desk and coat room area clean
-Ask before you borrow

-Put materials away when finished
When a student follows rules for behavior, the following rewards/ consequences will be in effect:
Individual: YES on daily chart
· Remain on green – great – for the week and earn rewards:
· Yellow – warning

· Orange – reflection center to be signed by parent
· Red – reflection center to be signed by parent and no choice of reward for the week.
· A student can get 2 YELLOWS or 1 ORANGE for the week and still get a reward.  A RED will make them not eligible for a weekly reward.
· A weekly calendar will be sent home daily in your child’s take home folder to show your child’s behavior and homework progress.  This is a chart that will be filled out daily.
When a student follows rules for homework, the following rewards will be in effect:
Individual Homework Completion:
· Every time your child hands in their homework assignment on the day it is due, they will get a YES on their behavior and homework chart for the day.  At the end of the week, they will get to choose from a reward chart.
· Your child will also be involved in PATHS student of the week.  During this week, students will share a poster, have a family member come in and read a book, and be in charge of classroom jobs.  More information will be coming home about this.
· Every student gets 1 missing homework for the quarter.  After that, they will have to fill out a reflection sheet during morning recess.  Any missing homework for the week, makes students not eligible for the weekly reward
Class: Rock Jar
· Every quarter there will be a goal that the class will have to meet in order to reach their reward.  They will earn these for the following:
· Being ready for an activity without reminders

· Walking quietly in the hallways

· Teacher compliment
· Transitioning from one activity to another without reminders

· 100% homework completion for the day

· 100% of students on GREEN for the day

This plan has been discussed with your child, but I would appreciate if you would review it together too.
