Inventors of 1700 and 1800s:  
Jethrow Tull (English):  Seed Drill

Robert Bakewell ( English):  bred only his best sheep
John Kay (English):  Flying shuttle (weaving)
James Hargreaves (English): Spinning Jenny (spinning raw cotton into thread)
Richard Awkright (English):  water frame (water wheel)
Samuel Crompton (English):  Spinning mule (combined water frame and spinning jenny)

Edmund Cartwright (English):  Power loom (water power to speed up weaving)
James Watt (Scottish):  improved Thomas Newcomen’s steam engine (faster and burned less fuel)

Robert Fulton (American):  Steamboat

John McAdam (Scottish):  improved roads

Richard Trevithick (English):  steam-driven locomotive

George Stephenson (English):  built world’s first railroad line; used four locomotives designed and built by him
