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This week we will finish our unit on argument and segue into poetry. Poetry, one of the four main genres in literature, is a type of rhythmic, compressed language that uses figures of speech and imagery to appeal to the reader’s emotions and imagination.  Beyond this, poetry is difficult to define, though many readers feel it is easy to recognize.  The poet Wallace Stevens, for example, once described poetry as “a search for the inexplicable.”  This week we will start to unpack our poetic toolbox we will find that a lot of the tools in there help poets create imagery: what we can see, taste, touch, hear, and feel.  By using poetic devices like alliteration, assonance, onomatopoeia, and figures of speech, the reader can use the five senses when experiencing a poem.  In addition, we must remember how to approach poetry.  We must read a poem several times to truly understand, enjoy, or experience it. When writing a poem, a poet must also choose diction carefully so this “compressed language” is powerful and meaningful to the reader.  Moreover, you must keep an open mind with poetry and give it a chance.
