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Like most writers, Steinbeck uses this novella as a mouthpiece for social commentary during this time period.  You will quickly recognize themes, setting, stylistic choices (figurative language), and the realistic POV from this author. As a result, we will be able to analyze the lasting impact Steinbeck has on our American culture.  Be aware that many social issues we be imbedded in this example of fiction. That is what makes this novella a classic in literature.
